Reply :

We have checked with the Office of the Privacy Commissioner for Personal Data (PCO)
on the identity of “some data users”. This proposal arises from feedback the PCO has
received on the implementation of the Personal Data (Privacy) Ordinance (PDPO)
through seminars and enquiries. One difficulty encountered by major data users in
Hong Kong like banks and utility companies and which has been brought to the Privacy
Commissioner’s attention is that they may have maintained records of the personal data
of their customers, say photocopies of the ID cards, collected in the past in microfiche
form. Strictly speaking, compliance with section 26(1) and data protection principle
2(2) of the PDPO would appear to require a data user to go through its documents on a
frequent and regular basis to erase, item by item, any personal data no longer required for
the particular purpose for which they were to be used at the time of collection, as
compared to the requirement of taking “[a]ll practicable steps” under data protection
principle 2(1). As the ID card contains more information than required for the purpose
of opening an account, the data user should have deleted such information. It is,
however, technically not feasible to delete itemised data from a microfiche.

Taking the questions seriatim -

a) details of funded applications and expenditure are as follows -

2000-01: we approved a total of 39 projects under this Scheme, with a total
resulting expenditure of $1.33 million. Of these, 27 (total expenditure: $0.86
million) related to race and 12 (total expenditure: $0.47 million) to sexual
orientation; and

2001-02: we approved a total of 41 projects, with a total resulting expenditure of
$1.48 million. Of these, 25 total expenditure: $0.88 million - related to race,
12 (total expenditure: $0.42 million) to sexual orientation, and four - total
expenditure: $0.18 million - covered both themes.

Details of the individual projects are at Annex A.

b) details of rejected applications and the related amounts were as follows -

2000-01: a total of 25 bids (for a total of $1.93 million) were rejected. Of these,
nine related to race ($0.83 million), ten to sexual orientation ($0.72 million) and
six to both themes ($0.38 million); and

2001-02: a total of 32 bids (for a total of $2.52 million) were rejected. Of these,
19 related to race ($1.51 million), eight to sexual orientation ($0.66 million) and
five to both themes ($0.35 million).

Details of the individual projects are at Annex B.

c) the Equal Opportunities (Race and Sexual Orientation) Funding Scheme is the
only Equal Opportunities Funding Scheme that we operate. We plan to reserve
$2.4 million for it in 2002-03.

Chau, what is the scale of the study and the total expenditure involved? ~When will
the study be completed and when will the report be ready?

Reply : The footpath concerned is a Rural Planning & Improvement Strategy Minor Works

Project. The project, together with others, was awarded as a package to a works
consultant firm for design and project supervision, following standard consultants
selection procedures. Construction of the footpath was subsequently carried out by
a contractor and works commenced in August 1999. However, upon
investigation of a complaint, we discovered that the contractor had, without
authority, deviated from the original design in the course of construction (by
cutting high slopes unnecessarily). The contractor was then instructed to rectify
the situation as soon as possible. However, despite repeated warnings and
advice, the contractor still failed to perform his duties satisfactorily. In February
2001, Government had taken the decision to re-enter the site.

Upon re-entering, it would be necessary to carry out remedial works. Another
consultant was appointed in October 2001 following standard consultants selection
procedures to redesign the footpath, taking into account the damage already done
to the slopes and the natural landscape. The cost of the consultancy is $985,000
and will be completed by July 2002.

Reply : Funds for District Councils to implement minor environmental improvement and
community involvement projects were increased from $168.4 million (M) to $209.4M in
2001/02.

Reply :

Taking the Hon Member's questions seriatim -

(a) Following a request that we made to the EOC in February 2001, the Commission
has referred to us the complaints and enquiries that it receives about racial
discrimination. We handle them in the same way as we do those that come to us
direct.  Enquirers receive either a straightforward answer, or we may - if
appropriate - send them such materials as copies of our UN reports, leaflets, service
guidebooks, and so forth. = Complainants are advised of the legal and/or policy
position in regard to their particular complaint on the basis of the information they
supply. Where the circumstances so warrant, we ask them whether they would like
us to take the matter up with the person(s) complained of. If they do, we then seek
a response from the latter and advise the complainant of the outcome. The basic
details are carefully recorded. In 2000, we received nine referrals from the EOC
and in 2001 we received 61.

(b) we did not record enquiries before 2001 and the nine cases referred to us in 2000
were all complaints. Of the 61 referrals in 2001, 35 were complaints and 26 were
enquiries. We do not record cases as 'resolved' or otherwise. Rather, we record
any advice given and/or follow-up action taken. In this regard, we should point out
that - where complaints entail allegations of racial discrimination on the part of
public bodies - we advise complainants that they may be able to seek redress under
the Bill of Rights Ordinance, suggesting that they approach the Legal Aid
Department if legal aid is required.
