I know the PRC | abor |aw pretty well, and it is rather vague on a nunber of
poi nts.

It is this vagueness that troubles me with regard to the inpending Article
23 legislation.

The US Constitution is vague, too, but it works properly because the
judiciary systemin the US has grown up as its interpreter, and because the
judiciary is not under control of any other part of the US governnent
(although at tines different presidents have wi shed they had nore control!).

Only yesterday | signed a petition against the proposed | egislation, and was
given a handful of brochures that set out, clearly and sinply, the scope of
t he proposals.

It is frightening.
This is not a natter of defense of the governnent, or of patriotism
It has the potential to change the very fabric of Hong Kong society.

Pl ease do not pass this legislation as it stands now. It is dangerous.

Pl ease, listen to the substantial nunber of Hong Kong people, of all wal ks
of Iife, who cherish freedom and al so | ove Chi na.
