HONG KONG SCHOOL S SPORTS FEDERATION

Response to the New Administrative Structure asreleased by the Home Affairs Bureau

Qur Object

The main object of the Federation isto organize various levels of school sports competitions, local
and international aswell as organize school teams representing Hong Kong at international competitions.

Qur Initial Response

Following the release of the Report of the Sports Policy Review Team in June 2002 and NSAS,
including this Federation, were asked to express views on it, we had submitted ours to the Home Affairs
Bureau, the SF & OC and the Legco’'s Sub-Committee on Home Affairs.  We concentrated mainly on
Chapter IV “More Sport for Every Student”. In our submission we had made the following
observations/requests :-

1. The Report confirms the role of the Hong Kong Schools Sports Federation and it also places
tremendous emphasis on the School Sports Promotion Scheme (SSP) organized by the
LCSD;

2. The Reports redizes the misconception and prejudice on the relation between sports
participation and academic achievement of students and their parents;

3. The Role this Federation has been playing as a feeder to bridge up the gap between school
elites and those of NSAs was not mentioned in the Report. We considered this being our
achievements since 1997 when the Federation was formed by merging the previous 3 School
Sports Organi zations,

4. The Report considers the need for co-ordination of many different parties for the
development of student sport (i.e. HKSSF, EMB, LCSD, HK Post-Secondary College
Athletic Association and the Associations for the Physically Disabled and Mentaly
Handicapped) and proposes to establish a Student Sport Coordinating Committee to fulfill
this propose;



5. The Federation has been facing more and more difficulties in securing competition venuesin
recent years and part of this is due to the increasing demand for venues by various users,
including the demand from the SSP Scheme. In fact the expansion of the Scheme in recent
years has resulted in more schools entering in inter-school sports competitions organized by
this Federation and thus a corresponding rise on competition venue demand;

6. To maintain at least the existing funding and manpower support, and to improve funding
support for organizing international student sport events in Hong Kong. At present Hong
Kong is the only member in the Asian School Sport Federation that government does not
provide full funding support when organizing international events. This is a great
disadvantage to Hong Kong.

QOur Responsetothe New Structure

From the information as recently released on the new Administrations Structure for Sports
Development by HAB, nothing about school sport has been mentioned, nor any indication of the
proposed Student Sport Coordinating Committee in the new Structure. The Role of this Federation,
both as competition provider and as feeder to feed potential student athletes to NSAs, was also not
mentioned.

While the Sports Policy Review is meant to cover all aspects and school sports has aways been
said as an important integral component of it, we feel that our work shall be reconfirmed in the new
structure. This is particular so when we are placing more and more emphasis on the nurture of sport
culture in recent years.

Reference of School Sportsin terms of Participation and Performance

For your information | enclose a fact sheet of schools participation in competitions organized by
this Federation. In general, for the year 2002/03, we had 1222 member primary and secondary schools
are our members, representing over 97% of the schools registered with the Education & Manpower
Bureau. An average of 157 students per secondary school and 52 students per primary school had been
registered for inter-school competitions and moreover, a secondary school entered over 20 teamsin 9
sports while a primary school entered 9 teamsin 4 sports.  We believe that these are one of the highest
figuresin the world as very often commented by overseas visitors and therefore in a few years back, we
had asked the Research Department of the Hong Kong Sports Development Board to conduct a survey in
order to show that Hong Kong' s participation in school sport in terms of number of schools, students and
teams should rank the top in similar cities in the world.  Unfortunately, the survey was not successful
because lack of comparable figures from other cities.



Also for your information, | enclose another record of performance (in Chinese) which records the
performance of school teams at Inter-port and International competitions since 1997. These are the
consequence of our close cooperation with the respective NSAs in the good use of coaching expertise
and shared use in fundings in training our teams. Improvements have been made over these years and
relevant performances are highlighted in bold. It aso shows the role of the feeder system that the
Federation has assumed in the past 6 years. We can do even better if proper recognition, representation
and resources are provided in the New Administrative Structure.
