The factors to be comsidered in arriving at a decision to suspend AMS
officer from duty

In accordance with AMS Standing Order No.10, para. 15 (copy attached), when
a member of the AMS is known fo be involved in or concemed with any
criminal case (except for cases of minor traffic prosecutions) and is referred to
a criminal coutt for trial, he/she will be interdicted from duty.

The procedure for an officer to be suspended from duty or reinstated if
prosecution is mot instituted against an officer

Suspension from duty

Once a member’s criminal case is known, CSO/ AMS will issue written notice
stating the reasons for the interdiction and he/she would be asked to return
his/her membership card, uniform and accoutrements to AMS HQ in
accordance with the AMS Standing Order No.10, para. 17.

Reinstatement of membership

In accordance with Standing Order No. 10 (Discipline), para. 18, CSO/AMS
will at his discretion determine the reinstatement of membership or other
considerations in accordance with the verdict of the court.

There are no laid down provisions for reinstatement where prosecution is not
instituted.  The usual practice is for CSO/AMS to consider related disciplinary
issues in determining whether to reinstate membership. Depending on the
nature of the member’s alleged misconduct and the possible implications that
such behaviour in an AMS member would have for the safety of the public,
disciplinary proceedings against the member will be considered.
