With regards to the Shenzhen-Hong Kong Western Corridor setting
to open towards the end of this year and early next year, the new
cross-border road link is expected to aggravate the traffic congestion
on the already over-loaded Tuen Mun Road. Designed to relieve
heavy traffic at the checkpoints of Lok Ma Chau, Sha Tau Kok and
Man Kam To with soaring cross-boundary flow of goods, the western
corridor will also significantly increase traffic flow in the northwest
New Territories, including Yuen Long and Tin Shui Wai. The dual
three-lane link is the nearest to completion. As estimated by the
Government in April 2005, the daily traffic flow on the Tuen Mun
Highway would reach up to a stunning 60 000 vehicles in 2016, a 20
per cent higher than the highway’s optimal level. In this connection,
will the Government inform this Council:

@) with the opening of the western corridor, how the
Transport Department relieves the aggravated traffic jam
problem in northwest New Territories in the coming
several years Dbefore the government completed the
reconstruction and improvement to Tuen Mun Road in
2010-11;

(b) whether the Government will work with the operator of
Route 3 to introduce special arrangements on diverting
traffic to the underused highway, thus reducing traffic flow
on the Tuen Mun Road; and

(c) with regards to the concerns that northwest New Territories
residents might be attracted to change to use Shenzhen
airport after the western corridor be in commencement,
whether the opening of the new cross-border land link will
reduce the usage of the Hong Kong International Airport
("HKIA") by travelers; If it will, of the Government plan to
boost the competitiveness of HKIA,; if not, of the reasons
for that?
