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Economic benefits brought by the Hong Kong Disneyland

project in 1999, it estimated that the "net economic benefit in
present value over 40 years' would be $148 hillion. The
Government also stated that "in addition to the substantial
guantified economic benefits as assessed above, the theme park
and its associated facilities are also expected to bring about
significant non-quantifiable benefits'. In this connection, will
the Government inform this Council whether it has conducted
separate assessments of the quantifiable economic benefits that
the Hong Kong Disneyland has brought to the local economy
since its opening, and of the non-quantifiable benefits (e.g.
knowledge transfer to the local technology and creative
industries); if it has, of the respective assessment results?
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
