Wording of the Motion

That, as both employees and employers in many industries have complained
bitterly about the Minimum Wage Ordinance, the general guidelines
promulgated by the Government as well as the specific guidelines formulated
for a number of industries which are mostly affected by the Ordinance are not
yet able to alay public concern, and Members who supported the passage of the
Minimum Wage Bill that day have recently been queried for failing to
thoroughly scrutinize the relevant bill and underestimating the negative impact
of the legidation, this Council urges the SAR Government to temporarily
suspend the implementation of the Ordinance.
