Finally, nearly half of respondents think it will be bad to
consumers to prohibit all the release of information of
formula milk for infants and young children aged 36 months
or below by the manufacturers and distributors.

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Only 12% of respondents thought that the government
should prohibit the promotion of milk formula for young
children up to 3 years old.

— This reflects that the regulation of milk formula and related
products up to 3 years old as proposed in the Draft HK Code
Is at odds with the general opinion of parents.
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Implications of Survey Findings
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Over 50% of parents objected to the view that
advertisements and promotions of milk formula for 6 — 36
months was the root cause of the low breastfeed rate in
Hong Kong.

— As shown in survey results, the public understanding is that
the low breastfeed rate in Hong Kong has little to do with the
effects of advertisements and promotions of milk formula.

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64% of parents were against that the formula milk
manufacturers should be prohibited from distributing free
samples for over 6- month-old infants to consumers.

— From the survey results, it is clear that majority of parents
disagreed with the contents and scope of regulation
proposed by the Draft HK Code. They hope that Formulas
manufacturers should be dadllowed to provide information,
organize activities or distribute free samples.
