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Legislative Council Panel on Education 
Scheme for Admission of Hong Kong Students to 

Mainland Higher Education Institutions 
 
 
Purpose 
 
 This paper briefs Members on the background, details and 
implementation of the Scheme for Admission of Hong Kong students to 
Mainland Higher Education Institutions (the Scheme). 
 
 
Background 
 
2. During his visit to Hong Kong in August last year, Vice-Premier of 
the State Council, Mr Li Keqiang, announced a package of measures introduced 
by the Central Government to support the development of Hong Kong.  These 
include a pilot scheme for the admission of Hong Kong students to certain 
Mainland higher education institutions on the basis of their results in the Hong 
Kong Diploma of Secondary Education Examination (HKDSE) and Hong Kong 
Advanced Level Examination (HKALE) starting from 2012, thus exempting 
them from taking the Joint Entrance Examination for Universities in the 
People’s Republic of China for Overseas Chinese, Hong Kong, Macao and 
Taiwan Students.  
 
3. The Ministry of Education (MoE) announced the details of the 
Scheme in November last year.  In 2012, a total of 63 higher education 
institutions in 11 Mainland provinces and municipalities1 participating in the 
Scheme, each offering programmes with distinct features.  For 2012, a 
mechanism of “parallel choices” 2 was adopted for enrolment under the Scheme.  
Each candidate could choose four institutions and for each institution four 
programme choices.  Making reference to the entrance requirements of Hong 
Kong institutions, the participating Mainland institutions adopted a minimum

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general requirement for admission at “3,3,2,2” 3 for HKDSE candidates.  Apart 
from the four core subjects, the Mainland institutions could also specify the 
attainment level required for one or two elective subjects with regard to the 
professional requirements of individual programmes.  Student admission is 
conducted on a merit basis.  The Mainland institutions would also consider 
factors such as other learning experiences recorded in the Student Learning 
Profiles, whether the candidates are nominated under the Principal’s Nomination 
Scheme and the candidates’ performance at interviews. 
 
 
Implementation of the Scheme in 2012 
 
4. The Education Bureau (EDB) and MoE jointly organised the first 
Mainland Higher Education Expo (Expo) in Hong Kong on 10 and 11 December 
2011 to enable students and parents to better understand the detailed 
arrangements of the Scheme.  The Expo attracted over 7 500 visitors.  The 
application and enrolment process commenced in February 2012, and was 
completed smoothly in August 2012.  The response of Hong Kong students to 
the Scheme was encouraging.  Over 4 200 students from about 500 secondary 
schools completed the procedures of online application and on-site confirmation. 
 
5. According to information provided by MoE, students’ choices covered 
a wide array of Mainland institutions and all the 63 participating institutions 
have received students’ applications.  A total of 3 433 conditional offers were 
made by the institutions in May 2012,  and eventually 971 Hong Kong students 
were admitted to Mainland institutions under the Scheme.  A summary of the 
overall results of the Scheme in 2012 is at Annex 1. 
 
6. On the whole, the Scheme has been well-received after the first year 
of its implementation.  In general, the community, schools, parents and 
students agree that the Scheme can provide Hong Kong students with an 
alternative pathway for further studies and a wider choice of programmes.  The 
Scheme is also in line with the Administration’s policy objective of providing 
local students with diversified study pathways with multiple entry and exit 
points.

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Details of the Scheme for 2013  
 
7. In November this year, MoE announced the details of the Scheme for 
2013.  When compared with 2012, there will be seven more universities, 
leading to a total of 70 Mainland higher education institutions participating in 
the Scheme in 2013.  These participating institutions are located in 12 
Mainland provinces and municipalities4, and each has its own distinct 
characteristics and strengths.  They include comprehensive universities and 
normal universities, as well as medical universities, universities of Chinese 
medicine, universities of finance and economics, language universities, fashion 
institute, academy of fine arts, conservatory of music and communication 
university.  With the newly joined institutions in 2013, including two foreign 
language universities and a university of foreign trade, a wider range of choices 
are available to Hong Kong students (see Annex 2 for the list of participating 
institutions in 2013). 
 
8. The detailed arrangements of the Scheme for 2013 are basically the 
same as those for 2012.  Candidates sitting for the HKDSE and HKALE in 
2013 are eligible for enrolment.  In the light of Hong Kong students’ needs for 
further studies, the first-year experience in implementing the Scheme and the 
admission plans of Mainland higher education institutions, the following 
enhancement measures have been introduced to the Scheme in 2013 - 

 
(a) Switching from the mechanism of “parallel choices” to “priority 

choices” for enrolment, under which the application of a candidate will 
be forwarded to the chosen Mainland institutions one after another in 
accordance with the student’s priority of choice.  Each qualified 
candidate will be admitted by one institution only.  This is to ensure 
more effective allocation of places to candidates; 

 
(b) Postponing the enrolment exercise until early May 2013, i.e. after the 

examinations of major HKDSE subjects, to allow students sufficient 
time to familiarise themselves with the details of the Scheme and the 
participating Mainland institutions.  This can also avoid distraction to 
candidates sitting local public examinations with the submission of 
applications for Mainland institutions; 

 
(c) Abolishing the arrangement of conditional offers, with all participating 

institutions announcing their admission results in August 2013; and

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(d) Introducing the minimum general entrance requirement of “2,2,1,1” 5 
for candidates applying for arts and sports programmes in addition to 
the “3,3,2,2” minimum requirement for general admission, so as to 
encourage students with outstanding performance in arts or sports to 
join the Scheme. 

 
 
Publicity 
 
9. On 3 and 4 November 2012, the EDB and MoE jointly organised the 
Mainland Higher Education Expo 2012 to help students and parents gain a better 
understanding of the detailed arrangements of the Scheme for 2013.  At the 
Expo, representatives from MoE elaborated on the enrolment procedures and 
arrangements of the Scheme for 2013.  By setting up exhibition booths and 
arranging briefing sessions, the 70 participating institutions provided 
information on themselves and their programmes, admission requirements, 
admission quotas, tuition fees, etc.  Furthermore, a number of thematic talks 
and sharing sessions were held during the Expo to enable Hong Kong students 
who had graduated from Mainland institutions and those who were admitted by 
Mainland institutions in 2012 under the Scheme to share their experience in 
studying in the Mainland.  The exhibition and talks were attended by over 
7 000 people. 
 
10. To better disseminate the latest information on the Scheme to students 
and parents, we have solicited the assistance of 14 supporting organisations, 
including youth groups, school councils and principals’ associations6 in 
conveying relevant information to students and parents.  We have also 
compiled a Chinese handbook on the Scheme, which provides comprehensive 
and detailed information on the Scheme and further studies in the Mainland, 
including the features of all participating institutions, programmes offered, past 
admission results, strategy on choice of programmes and experience sharing by 
graduates (see Annex 3).  The handbook was distributed free of charge at the 
Expo and an electronic version is available on the EDB’s website 
(http://www.edb.gov.hk/index.aspx?nodeID=9113&langno=1).
