The Secretary for Financial Services and the Treasury moved the first of the four 
motions as set out on the Agenda.

Proposed resolutions under section 34(4) of the Interpretation and General Clauses 
Ordinance  
 
Hon Andrew LEUNG, Hon James TO and Hon Dennis KWOK moved the three 
motions as set out on the Agenda respectively.

Member’s Bill 
 
Resumption of Second Reading debate, Committee stage and Third Reading 
 
The debate on the Second Reading of the Professional Accountants (Amendment) Bill 
2013, which was moved on 22 May 2013, resumed.  After Members had spoken, the 
President’s Deputy put the question on the Second Reading of the Bill, and 
the question was agreed to.  The Bill was read the second time and committed to a 
committee of the whole Council. 
 
The Council went into committee and considered the Bill.  The question that clauses 1, 
2, 5, 6 and 7 stand part of the Bill was proposed, put and agreed to.   
 
The question that clauses 3 and 4 stand part of the Bill was proposed.  Hon Charles 
Peter MOK moved amendments to clauses 3 and 4 and spoke on the amendments.  
The Chairman’s Deputy ordered a joint debate on the original provision of clauses 3 
and 4 and the amendments thereto.  After a Member had spoken, the question on the 
amendments was put and agreed to.  The question that clauses 3 and 4 as amended 
stand part of the Bill was proposed, put and agreed to. 
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The Council then resumed.  Hon Kenneth LEUNG reported that the Bill had passed 
through the Committee stage with amendments.  The Bill was ordered to be set down 
for Third Reading under Rule 59 of the Rules of Procedure.  The question on the Third 
Reading of the Bill was proposed, put and agreed to.  The Bill was read the third time 
and passed.
