[2] A special task force of the American Psychological Association (APA) conducted an extensive two-year review of
peer-reviewed journal literature on efforts to change sexual orientation and in 2009 reported that “efforts to change
sexual orientation are unlikely to be successful and involve some risk of harm, contrary to the claims of [“conversion
therapy”] practitioners and advocates.”

Regarding children and adolescents specifically, the task force found “no research demonstrating that providing
[“conversion therapy”] to children or adolescents has an impact on adult sexual orientation,” and expressed “concerns
that such interventions may increase self-stigma and minority stress and ultimately increase the distress of children
and adolescents.”
