Wording of the Motion

That Hong Kong has a large number of trees with close to 1.6 million in the
urban areas alone, but matters concerning the planting, maintenance, pruning
and removal of trees are being handled by different government departments
without a set of established criteria, resulting in the collapse of trees from time
to time due to the lack of maintenance which caused casualties, or trees of
unigue, precious and rare species being invaded by pests and diseases due to
inadequate maintenance, or even trees being felled unreasonably; in this
connection, this Council urges the Government to expeditiously study the
enactment of legislation on tree maintenance and management, and prior to the
completion of legislation, the Government should strive to raise the awareness
of caring of trees among the public and various government departments, and to
adopt effective measures for tree conservation to protect Hong Kong’s green
environment.
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
