Wording of the Motion

“That this Council urges the Government to provide funding immediately to
honour its commitment to complete the School Improvement Programme for
schools territory-wide by 2004 so as to ensure that all schools are equipped with
adequate basic teaching facilities which include computer rooms, libraries,
language rooms, interview rooms for receiving parents, student activity centres,
staff common rooms and remedial teaching rooms. W.ith regard to school
premises that are dilapidated, jeopardizing the safety of students or with acute
shortage of space, the Government should make immediate arrangement for their
redevelopment or relocation so as to improve the schooling environment and
protect the interests of students.”
