Motion on “Promoting the use of Putonghua”
to be moved by Hon CHOY So-yuk
at the Legislative Council meeting
on Wednesday, 23 January 2002

Wording of the Motion

“That, with China’s accession to the World Trade Organization, coupled with the
continued increase in the number of visitors from the Mainland, Taiwan and South
East Asia, there is a need for Hong Kong’s business sector and the community to be
generally proficient in Putonghua so as to grasp business opportunities, enhance
competitiveness and strengthen our communication power; to this end, this Council
urges the Government to formulate effective measures to tackle the current shortage of
Putonghua teachers, increase channels for broadcasting Putonghua programmes and
improve the reception quality of Radio Television Hong Kong’s Putonghua Channel
so as to provide the public with more exposure to Putonghua, and encourage
community organizations to organize more activities for promoting Putonghua with a
view to creating a milieu that is conducive to Putonghua learning.”
