Wording of the Motion

“That, as the unemployment rate in the territory remains high with the unemployed
population reaching 300 000, this Council urges that, in order to tie in with the
Mainland and Hong Kong Closer Economic Partnership Arrangement (CEPA) which
will be formally implemented in 2004, the Government should collect views from
different sectors of the community for the purpose of reviewing and improving the
existing policies relating to various industrial and commercial sectors and, having
regard to the characteristics of the different sectors, implement the policies flexibly,
abolish unnecessary regulations and restrictions, and assist small and medium
enterprises in grasping the opportunities brought about by CEPA, thereby creating
more employment opportunities and improving the acute unemployment situation.”
