Re: Estate Shuttle Bus for Oscar By The Sea

8 Pung Loi Road, Tseung Kwan O, New Territories

We are writing on behalf of all fellow owners of the Estate to ask for your assistance in our
application for passenger service license to running an estate shuttle bus service.

Oscar By The Sea, where nearly 2000 families call their homes, is located at the most remote part of
Tseung Kwan O. Although we have a growing demand for transportation to nearby shopping
areas, markets and various parts of Tseung Kwan O, the only option available to us now is a
minibus route to Hang Hau MTR Station. In contrast, all medium or large-scale residential estates
in Tseung Kwan O have ample choices of transportation to the neighbouring areas.

On 2™ August 2003, we held an Extraordinary General Meeting to collect the opinion of the owners
about the operation of shuttle bus service for residents. At the meeting, the motion to run shuttle
bus service was carried by 95% of the owners or proxies present. This evinces a great demand for
alternative transportation service from the residents,

In view of the inadequate transportation for our fellow residents within the neighourhood and the
strong will of owners to have alternative transportation to the neighbouring and the strong will of
owners to have alternative transportation to the neighbouring areas, we have submitted an
application to run the private bus service for the residents to TKO MTR Station via Sheung Tak
Estate. With this additional shuttle bus service, it can reduce the waiting time for our residents
during the rush hours. As the owner of the existing minibus owner has threatened a price hike at
least three times in the past 2 years. By introducing this new routing, which will avoid the
monopoly of the existing minibus to the MTR station.

We appreciate it very much if you can consider our situation with relatively limited choice of
transportation within the neighbourhood and provide assistance to us in our application for the
licenses. All of the residents are looking forward to hearing from you. We have enclosed
herewith the signatures of over 5,000 residents which were collected earlier and were delivered to
the Transport Department along with our application on 9 November 2003.  Attached you will also
find a record of important events happened between July 2002 and July 2003 regarding the
transportation affair of our Estate.

We have been expecting the operation of a shuttle bus service ever since moving into the Estate.
We are grateful if you can grant us a chance for further explaining our causes of the application to
the Panel on Transport.
