Wording of the Motion

“That, as the Comprehensive Social Security Assistance (‘CSSA’) Scheme is the only
safety net in Hong Kong, and with the worsening disparity between the rich and the
poor, the reduction of CSSA rates has caused greater hardship to all the socially
disadvantaged groups in receipt of CSSA payments, including the elderly, the disabled,
single families, low-income groups and the unemployed, this Council urges the
Government to:



(@) restore the CSSA rates to the level prior to 1 June 2003; and

(b) immediately conduct a study on basic and essential needs, and re-determine the
CSSA rates based on the findings of the study, so as to ensure that the basic
livelihood of the general public is safeguarded.”
