The Chief Executive has identified two sectors for regulatory review
[paragraph 61, Policy Address 2005] and the real estate/construction
sector is one of them. 1 still remember that in the Policy Address
last year, the Chief Executive also stressed “our regulatory regime in
some areas has become excessively tight and detailed, leading to
frustration among business people” and pledged to “improve the
business environment, simplify procedures and improve regulation”.

Since the Land (Miscellaneous Provisions)(Amendment) Bill 2002
came into effect on 1 April 2004, applicants for street excavation
permits may nominate their contractors as nominated permittees,
thereby making them liable for their breaches of permit conditions at
work sites. If permit applicants (mostly public utilities and private
developers) fail to make such nominations, they will be held
responsible for their contractors’ non-compliance with permit
conditions.
