In response to my question at the Legislative Council on 2 June, 2004,
the Secretary for Commerce, Industry and Technology reported that a
total of 310,000 smart identity cards embedded with e-Certs had been
Issued as of 15 May, 2004. In response to a further question at this
Council on 25 May, 2005, the Secretary for Commerce, Industry and
Technology advised that the Government would strengthen its
promotion efforts to encourage the business community and the
general public to use and adopt the e-Cert.
