Wording of the Motion

“That this Council considers that the Hong Kong Special Administrative
Region (‘HKSAR’) Government is responsible for putting forward a
constitutional reform proposal that is acceptable to Hong Kong citizens and
which encompasses concrete democratization processes; such proposal should
not confer upon the appointed District Council members the rights to select the
Chief Executive or elect Members of the Legislative Council; furthermore, the
HKSAR Government is also responsible for setting out in its proposal a
roadmap and a timetable for achieving universal suffrage as well as the relevant
details of the elections.”
