“That, given the successive completion of the Ocean Park’s Redevelopment
Plans from 2008 onwards and that works on the new tourism projects will be
launched in Southern District, which are expected to further aggravate the
already very heavy traffic in the district, to alleviate traffic congestion,
complement tourism development and give impetus to the local economy, this
Council urges the Government to expedite the construction of the MTR South
Island Line, but should study in parallel how vicious competition of the new
line with other public transport such as minibuses or buses can be avoided,
thereby protecting the public’s right to choose and their interests.”
