Clause Proposed Amendment

22 Subsection (1) is amended —

By repealing paragraph (a) and substituting —

“(@) behavesinanoisy or disorderly manner, or use
threatening, abusive or insulting words, with
intent to cause a breach of the peace in railway
premises, or whereby a breach of the peacein
railway premises are likely to be caused;”

(8 any person whom he believes or is given
reasonabl e cause to believe is under the
influence of alcohol or drugs or in a state
of intoxication resulting from consuming
or abusing medicine;

(b) any person whom he believes or is given
