Wording of the Motion

That, given the current lack of a uniform and credible mechanism for handling health
service complaints from members of the public, this Council urges the Administration
to, without violating the principle of professional autonomy, establish an independent
statutory Office of the Health Service Ombudsman to receive complaints concerning
health service from the public, investigate and conciliate complaints as well as handle
compensation matters under a uniform mechanism, so as to ensure that complaints
targeting at health service are properly handled, and thereby improving the quality of
health service.
