Wording of the Motion

That, the recent incidents such as secondary students taking drugs on campus and
young singers being arrested in Japan for suspected possession of drugs which
occurred successively have once again aroused the concern about the youth drug
problem; yet, the Government’s concern about the deteriorating youth drug problem
has all along been inadequate and the progress of its anti-drug work is slow; in this
connection, this Council urges the Government to expeditiousy formulate a

comprehensive anti-drug policy to address the increasingly serious youth drug
problem.
