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# (12) Hon Abraham SHEK Lai-him (Written Reply)

While children and juveniles under the age of 18 are
protected by the Protection of Child and Juveniles
Ordinance, until now there is no independent legislation
protecting the welfare of our senior citizens. As most elderly
are dependent on their families financialy, it is expected
that their positions will become more vulnerable as a result
of the financial tsunami.
