Wording of the Motion

That this Council appoints a select committee to inquire into whether
TSANG Tak-shing, Secretary for Home Affairs, and LAM Saint-kit, District
Officer (Islands), failed to promote harmony among community organizations
during 2008 and 2009, and Secretary TSANG Tak-shing, before understanding
the real facts, exerted pressure on the President of the Hong Kong Young
Women's Christian Association and interfered with the operation of the
profession of social workers, and based on the results of the above inquiry, to
make recommendations on preventing government officials from interfering
with the professional work of social workers; and that in the performance of its
duties the committee be authorized under section 9(2) of the Legislative
Council (Powers and Privileges) Ordinance (Cap. 382) to exercise the powers
conferred by section 9(1) of that Ordinance.
