Wording of the Motion

That, as Mr SNOWDEN, a former technical assistant for the Central
Intelligence Agency of the United States (‘US’), disclosed during a media
interview the matter on the US Government’s surveillance of and hacking into
Hong Kong’s communications networks, this Council expresses strong
dissatisfaction with the US Government in this regard, and urges the SAR
Government to request clarification from the US Government, so as to
safeguard the security of cyber communications in Hong Kong, and ensure the
protection of Hong Kong people’s privacy.
