Tritium exit signs have been used for decades in advanced
countries such as the U.K., Canada and USA without any
noticeable health incidents. In the Netherlands its use is
encouraged by a tax rebate, because tritium sign is a green
product. In Singapore, a cosmopolitan city like Hong Kong, its
use is allowed without any licensing control. In Hong Kong,
its use has to be justified by the non-availability of electrical
supply since 2007. This is tantamount to a total ban, because
hardly any building requiring exit signs to help evacuate
occupants is not supplied with electrical power. On the other
hand, apart from publishing a gazette the exemption on tritium
timepieces in 2011 after intervention from the Ombudsman, it
appears that exemptions for other radioactive substances have
never been published as stipulated in the Radiation Ordinance,
including ionized smoke detectors and tritium exit signs.

(@) Despite more stringent local regulatory controls, as
compared with those in the advanced countries, on the
sale and distribution, installation, maintenance, record
keeping and disposal of tritium signs.
