African elephants are under intense and increasing pressure from poaching and
ivory trafficking to meet escalating demand for ivory products, primarily from
Asia. It is estimated that between 35,000 and 50,000 African elephants are
illegally killed each year to meet the global demand for ivory. Given the
increased rate of killing since 2006, experts predict possible localized or even
continent wide extinction of African elephants, in both forest and savannah
habitats, within ten to twelve years. Given that Hong Kong's top three retailers of
ivory have all commendably stopped selling elephant ivory, and that the Hong
Kong government has commenced the destruction of confiscated ivory to
demonstrate publicly that the consumption of ivory and ivory products is no
longer acceptable, will the Government inform this Council:

1) whether it will consider imposing a permanent ban on all ivory sales in
the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region, with an exemption for
pre-1989 African ivory and pre-1975 Asian ivory, it not, the reasons for
that;
