Hong Kong has been placed in the Tier 2 Watch List in both 2015 and 2016
Trafficking in Persons Report issued by the US Government. It is also known
that some foreign workers potentially involved in human trafficking are on
entertainment visas. In a press release dated 30 June, 2016 in response to US
Trafficking in Persons Report, the Administration stated that “the Hong Kong
Police Force (HKPF) and the Immigration Department are revising their victim
identification guidelines to facilitate thorough investigation and to ensure that
victims are provided with appropriate assistance. Hundreds of our
law-enforcement officers are trained with specialised victim identification skills
and relevant subject knowledge yearly ... The Government provides diversified
assistance, protection and care services including welfare, medical and
psychological assistance to TIP victims. Shelter is also provided through 10
fully subvented, rather than six partially-funded, refuge centres as erroneously
referred to in the Report.” It is also known that a Code of Practice (the Code)
will soon be promulgated for employment agencies, including those involved in
placement of foreign domestic helpers. In the Administration's response to the
list of issues provided by the United Nations Human Rights Committee in
connection with the consideration of the Third Report of HKSAR (LC Paper No.
