President’s ruling on Committee stage amendments
proposed by 20 Members to the Appropriation Bill 2017

Twenty Members have respectively given notice to move at the Council
meeting of 26 April 2017 a total of 742' Committee stage amendments (“CSAs”)
to the Schedule to the Appropriation Bill 2017 (“the 2017 Bill”) to reduce the
financial provisions for different Heads of Expenditure (“Heads”) as follows:

2. In considering whether the CSAs proposed by the 20 Members are in

order, | invited the Administration to comment on the CSAs and the Members to
respond to the Administration’s comments.

1 A total of 745 CSAs were received by the deadline of 13 April 2017. Hon CHAN Chi-chuen withdrew the
notice of three of his CSAs on 20 April 2017. The total number of CSAs proposed by Members is therefore
reduced to 742.

There are a total of 84 Heads in the Estimates.



The Administration’s comments

3. The Administration considers that all the CSAs should not be admitted
for infringing the following rules in the Rules of Procedure (“RoP”):

(@) RoP 57(4)(c) which provides that an amendment must not be such
as to make the clause which it proposes to amend unintelligible or
ungrammatical; and

(b) RoP 57(4)(d) which provides that an amendment which is in the
opinion of the Chairman of the committee of the whole Council
frivolous or meaningless may not be moved.

The Administration’s comments are in Appendix 1.

Members’ responses
4, Fourteen Members® do not agree with the Administration’s comments.

Their responses are in Appendices 2A to 2H. The other six Members have not
given views on the Administration’s comments.

My opinion
5. The total number of CSAs proposed by Members to the 2017 Bill is less
than those to the appropriation bills in the past four years * but is still large, and

the total number of proposers reaches a record high this year.

President’s power to preside over meetings

6. Under Article 73(2) of the Basic Law (“BL”), the Legislative Council
(“LegCo”) has the power and function to examine and approve budgets
introduced by the Government. Under RoP 69, Members may move CSAs to any
Head in an appropriation bill to reduce the sums allotted thereto in respect of any
subhead/item therein, provided that the CSAs are in order. 1 fully respect
Members’ right to participate in the legislative process. Nevertheless, this right,
as affirmed by the Court of Appeal and repeatedly emphasized by the former
President in the past few years, must be read with and subject to the President’s

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power to preside over meetings under BL 72(1).> As further affirmed by the
Court of Final Appeal, the President needs to exercise his power to preside over
meetings under BL 72 so as to ensure the orderly, efficient and fair disposition of
LegCo’s business.®

7. In the discharge of its powers and functions under BL 73(2), LegCo
should complete examining and voting on the 2017 Bill within a reasonable time.
As Members should be aware, the interim funding secured through the Vote on
Account Resolution passed by this Council at its meeting of 22 March 2017
would roughly be sufficient to meet about two months’ Government recurrent
expenditure. It is therefore incumbent upon me as President to ensure that the
admission of CSAs to the 2017 Bill would not prevent LegCo as a law-making
institution from properly exercising and discharging its powers and functions
under BL. Same as the former President, if | am convinced that a large number
of CSAs proposed by a Member cannot serve any serious purpose other than
consuming the Council’s time, | must rule those CSAs frivolous and inadmissible
under RoP 57(4)(d).

Consolidation of CSAs

8. In the past two years, the former President drew Members’ attention to
RoP 69(3) which allows Members much room and flexibility to consolidate their
CSAs for more effective and efficient use of the Council’s time. Under
RoP 69(3), a CSA to a head shall take the form of a motion “That head...... be
reduced by $......in respect of (or by leaving out) subhead...... item......”. The
proposer of a CSA is not required by RoP to expressly set out the objective to be
achieved. A CSA, even if passed, would only have the effect of reducing the
amount of appropriation to the specified head, but the Administration is not
mandated to implement the objective of the CSA as intended by the proposer. ’

Q. | share the former President’s view that instead of proposing multiple
CSAs to one subhead, a Member who intends to cut financial provisions for
various specific purposes under the same subhead should consolidate his views
and propose only one CSA to the targeted subhead embracing deeper cuts to
financial provisions for different purposes. In so doing, the right of the CSA
proposer and other Members to debate various financial provisions in respect of a

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subhead will not be compromised and the Council’s time may be used more
effectively and efficiently.

Hon LEUNG Kwok-hung’s CSAs

10. This is the fifth consecutive year that Hon LEUNG Kwok-hung
proposes a large number (also the largest among all proposers) of CSAs to an
appropriation bill, with an avowed intent to filibuster in order to force the
Administration to accede to his demands.

11. Mr LEUNG’s 522 CSAs may be divided into the following two
categories:

(a) Category 1 comprises 491 CSAs which may be divided into 65
groups involving 65 subheads under 61 Heads. Each of the 65
groups contains more than one CSA seeking to cut, in full or in part,
different types of financial provisions for a subhead. Many of these
CSAs seek to cut personal emoluments for individual posts and
other operational expenditure of certain bureaux/departments/
public bodies; and

(b) Category 2 comprises 31 CSAs involving 31 subheads (other than
the 65 subheads in Category 1) under 20 Heads (other than the 61
Heads in Category 1). These CSAs mainly seek to reduce the
appropriation to different Heads by cutting individual financial
provisions for specific purposes.

Category 1 CSAs

12, | note that a considerable number of CSAs similar to Hon LEUNG
Kwok-hung’s Category 1 CSAs were admitted in recent years. However, as
borne out by the Council’s experience in the disposal of such CSAs, the
proposers hardly explained in the committee of the whole Council why the
financial provisions sought to be reduced had to be cut, and there was little
exchange of views among Members on such CSAs. Indeed, considerable time
was spent on incessant quorum calls (triggered by Mr LEUNG and a few other
Members) during the consideration of the CSAs by the committee of the whole
Council in the past four years. All such CSAs were eventually voted down by an
overwhelming majority of Members. It is clear to me that instead of generating
meaningful debates, such CSAs will only take up the Council’s time
unnecessarily.

13. | consider that in proposing his Category 1 CSAs, Mr LEUNG has the
obvious alternative of consolidating his views on the targeted subhead and
proposing only one CSA to that subhead embracing deeper cuts, but he chose to
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propose 491 CSAs to 65 subheads. In my opinion, given the multitude of such
CSAs and the time-critical nature of the 2017 Bill, it would not be possible for
the committee of the whole Council to examine and debate in a meaningful
manner each and every of such CSAs.

14, | am not satisfied that Mr LEUNG’s 491 CSAs in Category 1 will
generate meaningful debates and invite the committee of the whole Council to
examine any fair and genuine choices. The moving of these CSAs would not
reasonably be connected with the function of the committee of the whole Council
under RoP 56, and would achieve no real purpose other than taking up the
Council’s time and protracting its proceedings. | consider that those CSAs
infringe RoP 57(4)(d) for being frivolous or meaningless and hence inadmissible
(Appendix 3).

Category 2 CSAs

15. As regards Mr LEUNG’s 31 CSAs in Category 2, three of them are
inaccurate. As accuracy is fundamental to the integrity of a CSA, | cannot allow
them to be moved under RoP 57(4)(c)® (Appendix 3). Given that each of his
remaining 28 CSAs seeks to reduce the appropriation to one subhead only,
| would allow them to be moved.

Hon CHAN Chi-chuen’s CSAs

16. This year, Hon CHAN Chi-chuen once again avows his intent to
filibuster an appropriation bill and proposed a relatively large number of CSAs.
A total of 67 CSAs proposed by him involve 45 subheads under 42 Heads,
seeking to cut personal emoluments for individual posts, operational expenditure
of certain bureaux/departments and financial provisions for specific schemes or
initiatives. Of these CSAs, 43 are multiple amendments to 21 subheads. Having
regard to the Council’s past experience in the disposal of similar CSAs,
| consider that the 67 CSAs, when viewed in entirety, are frivolous under
RoP 57(4)(d).

17. Nevertheless, given that the number of CSAs proposed by Mr CHAN is
much less than that proposed by Hon LEUNG Kwok-hung, I would allow
Mr CHAN to move one CSA (which proposes the largest amount of reduction) to
each of the 45 subheads. To this effect, a total of 45 CSAs are admissible and
22 inadmissible (Appendix 4).

" In line with the established practice, if a Member asks for my leave to revise his CSA to rectify an inaccuracy,

I will not consider it justified to grant leave as the notice requirement should not be dispensed with unless in
very exceptional circumstances.
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CSAs of other 18 Members

18. The other 18 Members have proposed a total of 153 CSAs seeking to
reduce the appropriation to 41 subheads. | note that of those CSAS, 41 proposed
by four Members are inaccurate as shown below and hence inadmissible under
RoP 57(4)(c) (Appendix 5).

19. | note that of the remaining 112 CSAs, 73 (proposed by eight Members®)

are multiple amendments to individual subheads. Since the number of these
CSAs proposed by each of the eight Members is relatively small when compared
to those of Hon LEUNG Kwok-hung and Hon CHAN Chi-chuen, | have decided
to admit all the 112 CSAs. However, | must point out that if in future the
admission of CSAs to an appropriation bill cannot generate meaningful debates
and may unduly delay the legislative process to the extent of preventing LegCo
from properly exercising and discharging its powers and functions under BL,
| would not allow those multiple CSAs to be moved so as to ensure the orderly,
efficient and fair disposition of LegCo’s business.

Concluding remarks

20. In making this ruling, | have duly considered the power and function of
LegCo to examine and approve budgets under BL, the time-critical nature of the
2017 BIll, the right of Members to participate in the legislative process, the
Council’s experience in the disposal of CSAs to appropriation bills as well as the
President’s powers and functions under BL. | have struck a proper balance
between respecting the right of individual Members to propose CSAs and
ensuring the efficient conduct of the Council as a law-making institution.

21. | note the disagreement between the Legislature and the Government on
the interpretation of BL 74. In my view and as reiterated by the two former
Presidents in their rulings, it is incumbent upon the President to apply the
Council’s view that BL 74 does not apply to the President’s consideration of
admissibility of CSAs to bills in accordance with RoP.

Thank you for your letters dated 11, 12, 13 and 14 April 2017,
inviting Government’s views on the proposed Committee stage amendments
(CSAs) to the Appropriation Bill 2017 (“the 2017 Bill”) against the provisions
in Rules 57(4), 57(6) and 69 of the Legislative Council (LegCo)’s Rules of
Procedure (RoP).

8 The 745 CSAs proposed by 20 Members this year relate to
expenditure under 74 Heads of Expenditure covered by the 2017 Bill. As
this is the fifth successive year since 2013 involving avowed attempts to
filibuster the Appropriation Bill, Government has taken the opportunity to
review the experience learnt from the handling of the past CSAs. The timely
passage of the Appropriation Bill remains our overriding consideration.
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Handling of Appropriation Bills since 2013
Public services disrupted

o As Government has repeatedly stressed, the Appropriation Bill is
time-critical and ought to be passed by mid May each year; otherwise, interim
funding secured through the Vote on Account Resolution would not be
adequate to serve intended purposes, and public services would be disrupted.
As borne out by facts, delays in the passage of the 2013, 2014 and 2015
Appropriation Bills beyond mid May had disrupted payment cycles for the
Hospital Authority, University Grants Committee (UGC)-funded institutions,
Legislative Council Commission, and a host of other subvented bodies for the
years concerned. Services offered by the five trading fund departments had
been compromised. Exceptional virement of funds across expenditure heads
was arranged in May 2014 and May 2015 to enable payments falling due to be
settled. Numerous payments were also held back to spare funds for meeting
last-minute contingencies pending passage of the Appropriation Bill for these
three years. These disruptions to public service are wholly unnecessary and
unfortunate.

Processing prolonged

4. With the processing of hundreds to thousands of CSAs to the
Appropriation Bill in recent years, the time taken for the 2nd and 3rd Budget
meetings upon resumption of the Second Reading (with respectively Members
speaking and officials responding) through to completion of the Third Reading
stage has been unduly prolonged, from a typical four meeting days in 2012 to
16 meeting days on average from 2013 to 2016. Highlights of the
proceedings in recent years are as follows —

Time frivolled away

5. When processing the 407 CSAs to the Appropriation Bill 2016
last year, the President planned a total of 71 hours for the joint debates
(exclusive of the remaining proceedings after voting of CSAs) and 13.5 hours
for voting on the CSAs. As it turned out, LegCo only spent 33 hours on the
debates. The rest included —

(a) 18 hours spent on the handling of 79 quorum calls;
(b) 20 hours lost due to adjournment of meetings; and

(¢) 11 hours spent on actual voting of 407 CSAs.

6. Had all CSA proponents been serious about their CSAs, they
could have used the time allowed for the joint debates to justify the differences
between each and every CSA they proposed. However, this was not the case.
Instead, 38 hours, total of items 5(a) and (b) above, were frivolled away,
more than the 33 hours spent on the debates. This is strong indication that
some CSA proponents were not serious about the CSAs - they could have
exhausted points to justify and differentiate between the numerous CSAs they
made, and/or resorted to quorum calls to help delay and frustrate LegCo’s
deliberation on the Appropriation Bill. Delaying the processing of the
Appropriation Bill is not in line with the functions of LegCo.

Voting on numerous CSAs nonproductive

7. And, despite the tireless hours attending to the voting on the 407
CSAs last year, the voting outcome for each CSA followed a highly similar
and predictable pattern. None of the CSAs secured a passage, whether in the
geographical or functional constituency. Based on experience from previous
years, it seems clear that most CSAs were moved more for expressing a view
than for effecting a real change to the provisions sought for the relevant
Heads of Expenditure in the Appropriation Bill. The days and hours that
Members spent year after year to vote on the numerous CSAs to the
Appropriation Bill could hardly be deemed “fruitful” or meaningful.

CSAs for expressing a view totally inappropriate

As elaborated below, allowing Members to move CSAs merely

for the purpose of expressing their views is not necessary, not appropriate,
and most importantly, not consistent with the expected role of LegCo under
the Basic Law.

To facilitate Members’ scrutiny of the draft Estimates and the
Appropriation Bill, Government has been attending week-long
meetings of the Special Finance Committee and responding to
thousands of written questions.

Members are allowed an opportunity to speak, each for 15
minutes, during the 2nd Budget debate.

In the context of the 3rd Budget meeting, Members are also
allowed unlimited rounds of speaking time (15 minutes each
round) to discuss matters under Heads of Expenditure not
subject to any CSA. In fact, Members spoke for eight hours
during this part of the Joint Debate in 2016. The moving of a
CSA is not a precondition for triggering debates on a subhead or
Head of Expenditure.

CSAs, if passed, would have legislative effect and should not be
moved lightly. For the Appropriation Bill in particular, if any
CSA were to be passed, the Financial Secretary would have to
withdraw the bill in totality given Government’s stance that the
introduction of legislative proposals - whether in the form of bills
or by necessary implication CSAs to government bill, is subject
to the restrictions set out in Article 74 of the Basic Law (“BL74”).

Should Members wish to raise any relevant matter for discussion

during the scrutiny of the Appropriation Bill, they already have ample if not
unlimited opportunities during the Special Finance Committee and 2nd and
3rd Budget meetings, even without having to move CSAs. The admission of
CSAs with a consequential need to process and vote on them is neither
efficient nor proper use of the valuable time of LegCo.



CSAs to the 2017 Bill

10. Having examined the nature of the 745 CSAs to the 2017 Bill, we
are of the view they should not be admitted, for the reasons explained below.

(A) Frivolous and meaningless CSAs to the same subhead
CSAs in repetitive series

11. 646 of the 745 CSAs involve ten Members each seeking more
than one CSA adjustment to one subhead of expenditure. One Member in
particular has moved 491 CSAs under 65 subheads, with a view to cutting the
provisions under different series (using different sums or different reasons to
justify the cuts) (Annex A). For example, one typical CSA series (196 CSAs
highlighted in yellow in Annex A) involves proposals to cut the expenditure
for different posts within the same bureau or department, all under
Subhead 000, as follows —

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13. Experience has confirmed that multiple CSAs moved by a single
Member to one Head/subhead of expenditure achieved no substantive purpose
other than unnecessarily prolonging LegCo’s proceedings. These series of
CSAs under the same Head/subhead of expenditure are frivolous and could
hardly engender meaningful discussions or exchange of views among
Members on each of the CSA permutations. They had not provided fair and
genuine choices for Members. The admission of these CSAs would give rise
to a situation where the LegCo would be prevented from its proper exercising
and discharging of its constitutional powers and functions under the Basic
Law. Given their content and the demonstrable effect of delaying LegCo’s
proceedings in the context of previous Appropriation Bills, these CSAs are
frivolous and meaningless within the meaning of Rule 57(4)(d) of the RoP
and should not be admitted.

14. As the former President observed in his ruling on CSAs proposed
by 16 Members to the Appropriation Bill 2016 dated 19 April 2016 (“2016
ruling”), a Member proposing a CSA to reduce the appropriation to a Head is
not required by RoP to expressly set out in the CSA the objective to be
achieved. A CSA, even if passed, would only have the effect of reducing the
amount of appropriation to the specified Head, but the Administration is not
mandated to implement the objective of the CSA as intended by the proposer
(emphasis added). In this context, these CSAs are meaningless.

55 The Appropriation Bill is a succinct piece of legislation that seeks
LegCo’s approval for the annual provision for 84 Heads of Expenditure and
the sum total for these under the General Revenue Account. Whereas details
contained in the Estimates of Expenditure (at subhead or item level) are
presented to LegCo for scrutiny in support of the 80 odd provisions sought, it
is out of sync with the brevity of the Appropriation Bill for a Member to
propose numerous CSAs to one subhead of expenditure when he or she has the
obvious alternative of consolidating his/her own views on the Head/subhead
of expenditure and seeking only one amendment to the relevant subhead albeit
involving deeper cuts.

16. The former President also observed in the 2016 ruling that -

“instead of proposing various CSAs to a subhead, a Member who
intends to cut financial provisions for various specific purposes
under the same subhead should consolidate his/her views on the
targeted subhead and propose only one CSA to that subhead
embracing deeper cuts to financial provisions for different
purposes.” (emphasis added)

% Building on the former President’s observation last year and
taking into account the experience in the processing of the Appropriation Bill
2016, all but at most one CSA relating to one subhead of expenditure should
be ruled as frivolous or meaningless under Rule 57(4)(d) of the RoP, and
should not be admitted. Whilst maintaining Government’s in-principle
objection to CSAs on the Appropriation Bill, it is observed that consolidation
would not compromise the opportunity for debates on the proper provision for
that CSA.

CSAs compromising Government’s discharge of statutory and
contractual obligations as Employer, or putting public
services into disarray

18. 712 CSAs (Annex B) seek to cut the personal emoluments
(including salaries, allowances and job-related allowances) covering
directorate or non-directorate civil service or non-civil service posts under
various Heads of Expenditure and also the pension payments for retired civil
servants and judicial officers. These CSAs have the effect of impairing the
capacity of Government in the discharge of its statutory obligations and
fulfilment of its contractual obligations as an employer. Given their random
nature, these CSAs could not be meaningful. As the former President ruled
in his 2016 ruling (para. 16 of the ruling), the Members could not have been
serious about their proposed expenditure cuts. In Government’s view, these
CSAs do not have the effect of enabling the committee of the whole Council
to examine any fair and genuine choices. The moving of these CSAs would
not reasonably be connected with the function of the committee of the whole
Council under Rule 56 of the RoP, and would achieve no purpose other than
taking up the Council’s time in completing the necessary proceedings. The
Government submits that these CSAs infringe Rule 57(4)(d) of RoP for being
frivolous or meaningless and should not be admitted.

19. Some CSAs in Annex B seek to reduce major expenditure
provisions across various bureaux/departments (including the Department of
Justice, Education Bureau, Immigration Department, Legal Aid Department
and Leisure and Cultural Services Department, etc.), covering full-year
subvention provisions for all aided primary and secondary schools, all
UGC-funded institutions and other non-governmental organisations; and also
full-year provisions for pay and allowances for the auxiliary services,
expenses of witness and jurors, legal aid costs, street cleansing services, etc.
If admitted and endorsed, these CSAs would have the material effect of
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putting public services into total disarray and seriously disrupting the
operation of the Government. As the former President ruled in his 2016
ruling, the Members proposing these CSAs could not have been serious
about the proposed cuts. The proposed reductions and the CSAs do not
provide any fair and genuine choices for Members. As such, the CSAs
should be ruled frivolous or meaningless under Rule 57(4)(d) of the RoP.

(B) CSAs that are unintelligible and wrong

20. Under Rule 57(4)(c) of the RoP, an amendment must not be such
as to make the clause which it proposes to amend unintelligible or
ungrammatical. 55 CSAs (Annex C) are technically inaccurate. As
accuracy is fundamental to the integrity of the proposed CSAs, these CSAs
should be inadmissible under Rule 57(4)(c) of the RoP.

(C) Duplicative CSAs moved by different Members

21. Around 38 sets of CSAs (Annex D) are identical and repetitive,
even though they are proposed by different Members. There is obvious
room for rejecting the duplicative ones in the interest of the efficient
disposition of LegCo’s business.

Responsibilities of Government and LegCo

22, It is the shared responsibility of Government and LegCo to assure
the community that resources would be available in an orderly, predictable and
timely manner to support committed public services. It is within the
constitutional power and function of the President under Article 72(1) of the
Basic Law to preside over meetings, and to rule out CSAs which are in his
opinion frivolous or meaningless, intended or likely to unduly delay the
legislative process (i.e. to filibuster), or has the effect of preventing LegCo
from properly exercising and discharging its powers and functions under the
Basic Law.



23. On the basis of the performance of notable CSA proponents in the
past four years, it is increasingly beyond doubt that —

(a) the time allowed for joint debates of CSAs mostly ended up being
frivolled away by quorum calls or unplanned adjournments;

(b) most CSAs have been mooted merely for the purpose of
expressing a view. None was endorsed; and

(c) the time spent on voting on the numerous CSAs could have been
avoided. The CSAs had only one material effect, that of

delaying and prolonging the deliberations on the Appropriation
Bill.

24. There is clear room for more rigorous tests to be applied to
dismiss CSAs moved for the avowed attempt to filibuster the 2017 Bill.

Basic Law implications

23, The above is without prejudice to Government’s view on BL74.
As explained, it remains our view that the introduction of legislative
proposals, whether in the form of bills or, by necessary implication, CSAs to
government bills, is subject to the restrictions set out in BL74. Legislative
proposals relating to “public expenditure or political structure or the operation
of the government” are strictly prohibited under BL74.

26. We should be grateful if the President could take the above views
and analysis into account in considering whether to admit the proposed CSAs
under the relevant provisions of the Basic Law and the RoP.
