The Legislative Council Commission Ordinance

Resolution

(Under section 17(2) of The Legislative Council
Commission Ordinance (Cap. 443))

Resolved that this Council directs The Legislative Council Commission to:

1) review the special arrangements for the Legislative Council Complex when
the Amber alert is issued, including:

a) Revocation of the arrangement that ‘no more than five staff
members of each Member will be allowed to work in the LegCo
Complex’.

b) Revocation of the arrangement that ‘LegCo Members and Members'
staff will be required to go through the security screening procedures’

2) instruct Legislative Council Secretariat to inquire into the security
arrangements since 12 June 2019, including:

a) whether the security staff of the Secretariat closed all entrances, so
some Legislative Council members cannot enter into the LegCo
Complex;

b) whether the Secretariat delegated absolutely the policing
arrangement to the Police Force, in violation of the Legislative
Council (Powers and Privileges) Ordinance;

c) whether the Secretariat allowed the Police Officers to enter into
LegCo Complex without going through the security screening
procedures, in breach of the Amber alert arrangement;

d) whether the security staff of the Secretariat and the Police Force
entered into the Office of Secretariat staff without any permission;

e) whether, when the Amber alert was in force, the Police Force held
two protestors in custody in the Office of Secretariat staff, in breach
of the Amber alert arrangement, and

3) based on the results of the inquiry specified in paragraph 2, determine
whether to dismiss Secretary General of Legislative Council Secretariat Mr.
Kenneth Chen Wei-on in accordance with section 15 of The Legislative
Council Commission Ordinance.
