Hon Bernard CHAN (Oral reply)

I witnessed how international passengers were deeply annoyed by using buses instead
of airbridges to travel between aircraft and passenger terminal in the new airport,
which is the most expensive in Asia. Some airlines explain that flights are parked in
remote bays rather than by the airbridges not out of cost control but because the Hong
Kong Airport Authority has been allocating airbridges according to turnaround time of
aircraft and the number of passengers affected.
